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1. Introduction

Thank you for purchasing Coolgear’s 4-Port USB over Ethernet USB Device Server. The
AnyplaceUSB-S4 is a network-enabled USB server device for connecting four USB

devices over the 10/100 Mbps Ethernet network running TCP/IP. By adding this USB
to Ethernet server devices to LAN, you can network-enable USB devices. It breaks the
traditional five-meter USB cabling distance limitation. With this implementation, USB
devices connected to AnyplaceUSB-S4 USB server device can be made available to
remote clients over LAN without a locally attached host PC.

2. INSTALLATION

Note: The default configuration for the AnyplaceUSB-S4 USB server device is DHCP
enabled. If the USB server device is not able to get an IP address from a DHCP server,
it will use the IP address 192.168.254.254 and the subnet mask 255.255.255.0.

Step 1 - Connect the AnyplaceUSB-S4 USB server device to your
network

First connect an Ethernet cable to the AnyplaceUSB-S4 USB server device's Ethernet
port.

Once the Ethernet cable is connected, connect the other end of the cable to your
network. This can be a free Ethernet port on your DSL router, Ethernet Hub/Switch, or
an 802.11n router/base station.

If you do not have a network, you can connect the USB server device directly to the
Ethernet port on your computer using a static IP address.

Step 2 - Connect the USB server device's power supply/Read the LEDs

Connect the included power supply to the USB server device's power connector.

Once the USB server device is powered, the USB server device's green “SPEED”
Ethernet's status LED and yellow “LINK” Ethernet’s status LED will turn ON. After a few
seconds, the red “PWR” LED will illuminate when the USB server device is working fine
and booted properly.

Step 3 - Connect the USB devices to AnyplaceUSB-S4

Connect your USB devices to USB ports on AnyplaceUSB-S4. The green USB status
LED will illuminate when your USB devices have connected to the USB ports
successfully.

Network option [ Compression L] Encryption

The traffic compression option helps speed up interaction with certain types of USB
devices and reduces Internet traffic. You can enable the traffic compression option by
ticking the compression box. You may find this useful for USB devices which transfer
data in uncompressed formats, like scanners. It is recommended to not use this
option for USB devices which transfer incompressible types of data, such as
isochronous USB devices (e.g. audio cards, webcams, etc.).

For example, webcam video compression is enabled by default, and further
compression may degrade video quality.

Under the “Enable authorization” option, by enabling password authorization, you can
use a password to secure connection. The client computer should paste the same
password in order to establish connection.

Tick the “Enable authorization” box and enter your desired “Password” for the
password setting. After password setting, the shared USB device will have password
protection.

Under the “Description” option, you can enter a text to add a description for your
shared USB device. After adding a description for your shared USB device, the client
computer will be able to see the description next to the USB device.

Running AnyplaceUSB Software Program in CLIENT Mode

The AnyplaceUSB software program client mode can discover USB server devices
installed in your local network automatically, in most cases there is no need to specify
remote IP address or the hostname of the USB server devices. Select the correct USB
server device from the list in order to connect to the remote shared USB devices.

To connect from the client computer to a remote USB device shared on the USB
server device, you should first find available shared USB devices and add them into
the client computer. The shared USB devices are detected by AnyplaceUSB software
program.
